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The papers for the HydroPredict2010 conference should be prepared using the layout and style of IAHS. The IAHS layout/style is shown and described in two IAHS example papers (two Word files), provided separately.

IAHS Instructions, points of special attention while preparing the paper

It would help if, while preparing your paper, you would follow the IAHS layout and style as closely as possible. This will ensure the uniformity of the conference proceedings. The experience has learned that especially the following layout/style points often do not receive sufficient attention from authors:

1) use the IAHS type frame for A4 paper:

1a) top margin = 2.5cm

1b) bottom margin = 2.3cm

1c) left-hand margin = 3.1cm

1d) right-hand margin = 3.1cm

This will result in the Type area = 14.8 * 24.9cm
OR…possible but not preferred:

1) use the IAHS type frame for North American paper

1a) top margin = 1.5cm

1b) bottom margin = 1.5cm

1c) left-hand margin = 3.4cm

1d) right-hand margin = 3.4cm

This will result in the Type area = 14.8 * 24.9cm

2) check (adapt) for the IAHS layout of the title, author name, postal address and e-mail of corresponding author. Make sure that full postal address is given, i.e. including the street address, building number, etc. Please avoid the footnote referencing system for addresses.

3) use the IAHS layout for the abstract (indent 2.54 cm, font 11)

4) check (include) the list of keywords (below the abstract)

5) Level 1 heading  (e.g.  INTRODUCTION):

12 pt bold caps;

left justify;

skip 2 lines before level 1 heading

use  1 line after level 1 heading

6) Do not indent 1st paragraph after level 1 heading, and after level 2 heading

7) Indent subsequent paragraphs 0.7 cm (i.e. paragraphs 2, 3, etc.)

8) Note the layout of units—negative powers are used, do not use “/”

9) FIGURES:

Figure: indent 2.54 cm if less than 12.2 cm wide

Place figures between 12.2 and 14.8 cm wide at left-hand margin

Centre figures between and 14.8 and 17 cm wide

Check all figures are legible! The labelling must be large enough to read!

Crop unnecessary space around figures.

Remove borders (solid-line rectangles) from graphs (this saves space).

The figures (and tables) and associated figure captions should be included within the the text. This means that in the IAHS paper, no figures (nor tables) should occur at the end of the paper, after the main text.

10) use IAHS layout of the figure captions (indent 2.54 cm), FONT=10

11) TABLES:

Tables: 10 pt; 14.8 cm wide; 9 pt or 8 pt  type size may be used for body of table if this is necessary to make table fit across the full page;
==>>> put units in table (if relevant) in parentheses, e.g. (m day-1);

left justify but decimally align numbers when appropriate ;

½ pt rules above and below column headings and below bottom row of table;

Note: no internal rules (i.e. no vertical lines in a table!)

==> do not use internal rules (use HORIZONTAL LINES ONLY)

12) use IAHS layout of the table captions, FONT=10

13) NUMERALS

Where relevant, use the following notation:

"2 × 10-3" 

instead of "2 × E-3"

Note the space at either side of multiplication sign "×"   !!!!!!!!!!!!!!!

Do NOT use an "x" character (as in xerox) but rather the mathematical multiplication sign.
Do NOT use a "." (decimal point) as the multiplication sign.
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
